– Jesus is the pre-existent One who has priority over John (1:30)

– Jesus is the One who baptizes with the Holy Spirit (1:33)

• He believed then but doubted now. Why?
• He predicted about Jesus but he does not • He predicted about Jesus but he does not 

know everything. 
• He is unsure if his interpretation of things 

were accurate



JOHN’S CONDITION

• DISCOURAGED - He is behind closed doors. He 
belongs to the open desert

• DISAPPOINTED - He did not have firsthand news. • DISAPPOINTED - He did not have firsthand news. 
Jesus did not rescue him

• DISILLUSIONED - Jesus had not yet set His people 
free from the Romans
